Video 1 – Inventive New Yorkers develop bamboo bicycles.  

Bikers in New York are all over the place. There are fast bikers, leisurely bikers, and of course, messengers on bikes.
Now there's a new type of biker on the horizon, the bamboo biker.  Thanks to a group of innovative guys in New York's Brooklyn borough, people can learn how to make their own ride.
Bamboo Bike Studio co-owner Marty Odlin says the great thing about bamboo is that it is sustainable and plentiful. "Our specific bamboo grows all throughout New York City. We generally go to places that have large quantities of bamboo, and most of the people are really happy for us to take it," he says.
In fact, bamboo grows so fast, it's like a weed and people are eager to get rid of it.
Odlin and his partners work out of a small studio, where they are developing the prototype of a bamboo bike they hope one day to sell.  They collect the bamboo, cut it and weld it to make it more durable. 
The company holds weekend classes to teach people how to make their own bikes. 
At more than $1,000 a class, it's not exactly cheap. But Odlin says the money is going to a good cause.  The goal is to use the profits to bring bamboo bike technology to developing countries. "A bicycle in a developing country right now, a popular Chinese steel bicycle, is about $110 to $120. A bamboo bike, made locally, with local labor could cost about $55, if you make it on a large scale.  So, what that does, is that provides cheap transportation to a massive part of the population that can't afford it right now," he says.
Odlin says he and his partners are pouring all of their income into startup costs and technology. 
But one expense he doesn't have to worry about....is transportation.
Video 2 - The Leaning Tower of Big Ben

We are used to tourists flocking to Italy's Leaning Tower of Pisa, but will the "leaning tower of Big Ben" become the next landmark tourist attraction? New studies show that the tilt on London's iconic Great Clock has increased over the years. 
Big Ben, the iconic London landmark attached to the Houses of Parliament, is on the lean. 
But before you imagine a catastrophic future scene as the tower tumbles into the British Members of Parliament offices, don't worry - Michael McCann, Keeper of the Great Clock, says it has probably tilted since the day it was built by Victorian engineers back in 1858. 
[Michael McCann, Keeper of the Great Clock]: 
"Well, we're talking about a 300 foot tower which has a 0.26 degree lean, which is absolutely minute. To give you some idea, the Leaning Tower of Pisa is five degrees, so it's not even a twentieth of that. It's very, very small. But obviously we are monitoring it, and if it increases then we would be concerned." 
A survey for London Underground back in 2003 reported the rate of movement had accelerated over the years, and the tilt had increased 0.9mm a year, compared to the long-term average rate of just 0.65mm a year. 
This means the tower is now 43.5mm from vertical. 
At this rate, it would take 4,000 years for the London landmark to slant as far as the Pisa tower, which is 12 feet off the vertical. 
The present Clock Tower was raised as a part of Charles Barry's design for a new palace, after the old Palace of Westminster was largely destroyed by fire on the night of 16 October 1834.

And so, when he said theater of mind, I just said, "Well, hey, I can't be an actor, I can't be an on-air personality." But the voice just became something of a development over the years and I went to school for it.
And then, alcohol and drugs and a few other things became a part of my life.
I got two years clean.
And I'm trying hard to get it back and hopefully somebody from one of these television or radio stations, "Hey, I need a voice over or a, I need something."
So, you know, I'm hoping one day, "Watch Family Guy weeknights at 7:30 on Fox 28."
Anything, but that's what it is and I love radio.

Video 4 – Lightning strikes. 

The image is unmistakable. Lightning is one of the most incredible natural phenomena and one that scientists are still learning about. It’s a common occurrence during summer when the heat of the day is broken by strokes of lightning. Worldwide has estimated lightning occurs 52, 100 times a second. The greatest concentrations of lightning strikes are in Central Africa, the Himalayas and South America. Lightning is often seen flashing between storm clouds and the earth. The bursts of light are pure electricity. 

Scientists don’t fully agree on what actually causes the electrical charge to be dispersed but it is generally thought that lightning often occurs within the downdrafts and updrafts of thunderstorms. Lighter particles moving toward the top of clouds become positively charged while heavier particles heading toward the bottom become negatively charged. When the positive and negative charges grow large enough lightning is released between these regions. Most of the lightning takes place within the cloud but some strikes the earth in bold flashes. In these cases the charge escapes the cloud making a branching path that reaches for the ground. 

The energy of the lightning strike contains hundreds of millions of volts and lasts only a fraction of a second. Which seems to be a single flash is actually a series of return strokes of electrical energy reaching back up into the clouds. The path reaches temperatures of around 50 000 degrees Fahrenheit. This extreme heat creates the booming thunder clap as excessive pressure within the lightning path expands at supersonic rates on return strokes. 

In the U.S. lightning occurs most often in Florida. It’s hot, moist climate is perfect for creating thunderclouds, which produce lightning. But lightning is a deadly natural phenomenon taking nearly 100 lives a year on average in the U.S., more than hurricanes or tornados. During electrical storms experts warn that people should seek shelter inside a building or hard-top automobiles and if caught in the open avoid high ground and isolated trees.

 Lightning is a powerful force of nature and one to be cautious of.

Video 5 – Rising Sea Level Threaten Island Nations
Sea levels in recent decades have been rising each year by millimeters and now threaten to increase by centimeters and even more. It could be enough to submerge many island nations. 

Columbia University’s “Threatened Island Nations Conference” examined the legal implications of global climate change and the resulting rise in sea levels. The easy part was recognizing that sovereignty confers citizenship, diplomatic status, mineral rights, and other privileges of nationhood. 
But Rosemary Rayfuse, a law professor at Australia’s University of New South Wales said the next part is more difficult. “We have rules about the creation of states that we alluded to this morning, but we don’t have any rules about states, which physically disappear off the face of the earth,” she said. 
So if an island nation is submerged beneath the ocean, does it maintain its membership in the United Nations? Who is responsible for the citizens? Do they travel on its passport? Who claims and enforces offshore mineral and fishing rights in waters around a submerged nation? 
International law currently has no answers to such questions. 
United Nations Ambassador Phillip Muller of the Marshall Islands said there is no sense of urgency to find not only those answers, but also to address the causes of climate change, which many believe to be responsible for rising ocean levels. 
“Even if we reach a legal agreement sometime soon, which I don’t think we will, the major players are not in the process,” Muller said. 
Those players, the participants said, include industrial nations such as the United States and China that emit the most carbon dioxide and other so-called greenhouse gases. Many climate scientists say those gases are responsible for global warming. Mary-Elena Carr of Columbia University’s Earth Institute said what is now an annual sea level rise of a few millimeters will increase dramatically by the year 2100. 
“There’s just no escaping one meter by 2100. No escaping that. Could it be more? Absolutely. Is it likely to be 10? No,” she said. 
The reason, she says, are industrial greenhouse gases that trap heat in the upper atmosphere. Higher global temperatures then cause glaciers to melt and sea levels to rise. And higher sea levels would submerge many island nations. 
Jenny Grote Stoutenburg, a legal scholar at the University of California, pointed out it is difficult to prove responsibility for climate change. “But even if a legal duty of continued recognition cannot be established, states should accept moral responsibility for their disproportionate use of the atmosphere and continue recognizing island states out of a sense of international justice and solidarity,” she said. 
Ambassador Antonio Lima of the Cape Verde Islands warned that if people in large nations do not help those on small threatened islands, they will condemn themselves to the same fate. “We are the sentinels of the world, the small island developing states. We are sentinels of the world. What is happening to us will happen to all of us tomorrow,” he said. 
Indeed, scientists predict that because of rising sea levels, people living in coastal areas of large nations will face the same threat of inundation now being faced by residents of small island nations. 
The Columbia conference did not answer the questions it posed. But it did issue a moral challenge to the international community to take measures to protect island nations from being submerged. As Ambassador Lima put it, human civilization means solidarity, not abandoning others to their fate. And time to avert that fate, he said, is running out. 

Video 6 – US Tornado Season may be Costlier ever

Sunday's massive tornado cut a 10-kilometer swath through Joplin, demolishing thousands of homes and businesses in the city of 50,000 people.  
Search and rescue crews are still finding survivors, but Missouri Governor Jay Nixon says bad weather continues to hamper efforts. "This has been a dramatic and difficult time, which is going to continue for some period of time.  The weather has not been helpful.  It looks as if there continues to be thundershowers and perhaps even worse coming behind in waves.» With more than 450 deaths from multiple tornadoes so far this year, 2011 is already the second deadliest on record.  The insurance industry says it's also on track to be the most expensive.  
Calculating the financial cost will take weeks, but Michael Barry at the Insurance Information Institute says measuring the impact on lives will be more difficult.  "Folks living in Joplin, Missouri today are probably wondering if they want to continue or can continue to live in that community," he said. 
The risk modeling agency RMS says insured costs for April alone could reach $6 billion, compared to $9.5 billion for all of last year.
President Barack Obama, who has been receiving updates during his six-day tour of Europe, called the destruction heartbreaking.  Speaking from London, Mr. Obama promised to visit tornado-ravaged areas on Sunday, to assure residents that the federal government stands by them.  "We're going to stay there until every home is repaired, until every neighborhood is rebuilt, until every business is back on its feet.  That's my commitment, and that's the American people's commitment," he said.
Despite extensive damage to nearly one third of the city, insurance information spokesman Michael Barry believes Joplin will be able to rebuild, much like other tornado damaged cities have in the past. "Greensburg, Kansas, a couple of years ago was literally wiped off the map due to a tornado.  It did not have the loss of life that we saw today in Joplin, Missouri, but nonetheless, Greensburg, three to four years out, was completely rebuilt.  And so there is hope on what is otherwise a very dark day in Joplin," he said.
The tragedy that struck Joplin is just the latest in a string of deadly twisters that have battered the central United States.  All of this at a time when large areas of the Mississippi River Valley remain flooded, and the start of the 2011 hurricane season is just a few days away.

Video 7 – French Burqa Ban

Just the Facts! Burqa is an Arabic word that dates back to the 1800s. It is an article of clothing that covers someone's face and body. Burqas are often associated with Islam, as they are worn by some Muslim women. 
AZUZ: In France, it's illegal to wear a burqa according to a new law that went into effect this week. Two women who were protesting the ban were arrested on Monday. Police say they weren't arrested for wearing burqas, but rather for being part of an unauthorized protest. French officials say burqas pose a security concern and affect the dignity of women who wear them. But critics of the ban say it violates European human rights laws. Atika Shubert is in France. She has more on this new law and the reaction to it.
ATIKA SHUBERT, CNN INTERNATIONAL CORRESPONDENT: A highly controversial law has gone into effect, and it's the talk of the country, as you can imagine. In fact, I'm going to hold up just a section of Le Parisien newspaper here. The headline is "the full veil is banned on the road." It actually has a small diagram here to show exactly what is allowed and what is not allowed in France now. The burqa, which covers the entire face, is banned. The niqab, which covers everything but the eyes, is also banned. But the hijab, which covers the head but leaves the face unveiled, is allowed. Now, the nuts and bolts of this law: Basically, it is now illegal for anyone to wear a full veil covering on the streets of France in public. And in public, it means anywhere on the streets, in a public office, such as a post office or a train station, even in a cinema, it is not allowed. Really, the only place where the full veil is allowed is in a car, the private vehicle, or in the privacy of your own home. There are only an estimated less than 2,000 women in France that actually wear the full veil, so it won't impact that many people, but it is highly controversial. Now, CNN did have the opportunity to speak to one woman who is wearing the full veil and says she will continue to wear the full veil even as this law goes into effect. And she told us what she thinks of this new face of France. 
HIND AMAS, VEIL WEARER IN FRANCE [TRANSLATED]: In all honesty, I'm just sad. I'm just sad and disappointed, because quite frankly to get to this point, I think it's very revealing about many things. And thankfully, thankfully, not all of the French population think like the politicians who voted this law. 
SHUBERT: Now, even though this only affects a small portion of women here in France, this law is very popular. It was passed with an overwhelming majority in France's parliament. And in the most latest polls, more than 80% of French respondents say they support the law. Atika Shubert, CNN, Paris.

Video 8 – Suzanne Lee: Grow your own clothes 
So as a fashion designer, I've always tended to think of materials something like this, or this, or maybe this. But then I met a biologist, and now I think of materials like this — green tea, sugar, a few microbes and a little time. I'm essentially using a kombucha recipe, which is a symbiotic mix of bacteria, yeasts and other micro-organisms, which spin cellulose in a fermentation process. Over time, these tiny threads form in the liquid into layers and produce a mat on the surface. 

So we start by brewing the tea. I brew up to about 30 liters of tea at a time, and then while it's still hot, add a couple of kilos of sugar. We stir this in until it's completely dissolved and then pour it into a growth bath. We need to check that the temperature has cooled to below 30 degrees C. And then we're ready to add the living organism. And along with that, some acetic acid. And once you get this process going, you can actually recycle your previous fermented liquid. We need to maintain an optimum temperature for the growth. And I use a heat mat to sit the bath on and a thermostat to regulate it. And actually, in hot weather, I can just grow it outside. So this is my mini fabric farm. 

After about three days, the bubbles will appear on the surface of the liquid. So this is telling us that the fermentation is in full swing. And the bacteria are feeding on the sugar nutrients in the liquid. So they're spinning these tiny nano fibers of pure cellulose. And they're sticking together, forming layers and giving us a sheet on the surface. After about two to three weeks, we're looking at something which is about an inch in thickness. So the bath on the left is after five days, and on the right, after 10. And this is a static culture. You don't have to do anything to it; you just literally watch it grow. It doesn't need light. 

And when it's ready to harvest, you take it out of the bath and you wash it in cold, soapy water. At this point, it's really heavy. It's over 90 percent water, so we need to let that evaporate. So I spread it out onto a wooden sheet. Again, you can do that outside and just let it dry in the air. And as it's drying, it's compressing, so what you're left with, depending on the recipe, is something that's either like a really light-weight, transparent paper, or something which is much more like a flexible vegetable leather. And then you can either cut that out and sew it conventionally, or you can use the wet material to form it around a three-dimensional shape. And as it evaporates, it will knit itself together, forming seams. 

So the color in this jacket is coming purely from green tea. I guess it also looks a little bit like human skin, which intrigues me. Since it's organic, I'm really keen to try and minimize the addition of any chemicals. I can make it change color without using dye by a process of iron oxidation. Using fruit and vegetable staining, create organic patterning. And using indigo, make it anti-microbial. And in fact, cotton would take up to 18 dips in indigo to achieve a color this dark. And because of the super-absorbency of this kind of cellulose, it just takes one, and a really short one at that. 

What I can't yet do is make it water-resistant. So if I was to walk outside in the rain wearing this dress today, I would immediately start to absorb huge amounts of water. The dress would get really heavy, and eventually the seams would probably fall apart — leaving me feeling rather naked. Possibly a good performance piece, but definitely not ideal for everyday wear. What I'm looking for is a way to give the material the qualities that I need. So what I want to do is say to a future bug, "Spin me a thread. Align it in this direction. Make it hydrophobic. And while you're at it, just form it around this 3D shape. "

Bacterial cellulose is actually already being used for wound healing, and possibly in the future for biocompatible blood vessels, possibly even replacement bone tissue. But with synthetic biology, we can actually imagine engineering this bacterium to produce something that gives us the quality, quantity and shape of material that we desire. Obviously, as a designer, that's really exciting. Because then I start to think, wow, we could actually imagine growing consumable products. 

What excites me about using microbes is their efficiency. So we only grow what we need. There's no waste. And in fact, we could make it from a waste stream — so for example, waste sugar stream from a food processing plant. Finally, at the end of use, we could biodegrade it naturally along with your vegetable peelings. What I'm not suggesting is that microbial cellulose is going to be a replacement for cotton, leather or other textile materials. But I do think it could be quite a smart and sustainable addition to our increasingly precious natural resources. 

Ultimately, maybe it won't even be fashion where we see these microbes have their impact. We could, for example, imagine growing a lamp, a chair, a car or maybe even a house. So I guess what my question to you is: in the future, what would you choose to grow? Thank you very much. 

(Applause) Bruno Giussani: Suzanne, just quickly, what you're wearing is not random. (Suzanne Lee: No. ) This is one of the jackets you grew? 

SL: Yes, it is. It's probably — part of the project's still in process, because this one is actually biodegrading in front of your eyes. (Laughter) It's absorbing my sweat, and it's feeding on it. 

BG: Okay, so we'll let you go and save it, and rescue it. Suzanne Lee. (SL: Thank you. )
Video 9 – Fashion Advice : How to Wear Slimming Clothes 
Hello. My name is Gabriela Garzon at G. G. Image and Etiquette Consulting in Miami, Florida. In this clip, I'm going to talk about how to wear slimming clothes. Basically these are tips that you can use whenever it is that you're going to go shopping or just go ahead and put a whole outfit together. So, we'll start with basics. You should try and wear clothes that have spin stripes because it's a diagonal line which going to make you elongate your figure, and another great tip that I like doing is layering with the same color, which means using monochromatic type of dressing. It doesn't mean that you have to wear all in black, it just means that you can wear different values of the same color. Like I'm wearing this lighter gray but I'm also wearing like a charcoal darker gray. Now, if I want to look slimmer, than this type of colors that I'm wearing, I can go ahead and wear either a lighter or a darker top because that way it will elongate what I'm wearing. So basically try to match the top and the bottom with the same tupe of colors, just different lightness or darkness and it will give you a feeling, an illusion that you look slimmer, because it's complete line that you do not break. Video 10 – Cat Lady that owns 130 Cats
It’s dinner time in Nina Koshtovets’ home. But there’s no time to set the table or even get the plates out. This is the easiest way to feed 130 cats.

I feel sorry for one. Then another comes along and a third and only goes. But it’s not like collecting stamps as some people suggest. You don’t need to look after them for years. These cats are really hard work. 
Nina rescued her first stray 15 years ago with temperatures falling – 40 degrees. In her home town of Siberia there are plenty of strays in need of shelter. 

One is named Watson, one – Sherlock, one – Bush and one – Clinton. But I don’t have a Putin. 

As well as feeding her cats two meals a day – one of porridge and one of cat biscuits, she makes sure the flat is kept clean. So, neighbors can’t complain too much.

There’re no specific problems. The smell is not that strong. But what is annoying is  the noise they’re making in the evenings. When you lay in bed, you can hear them scream and mew very loudly until late. 
With only two rooms Nina may soon have to stop rescuing strays, but she has the excuse that they don’t multiply by themselves – all the male cats have been castrated. 

Video 11 – Monkey Bussiness

ANCHOR:
And now onto an unusual tip to fight off a business crisis. A Japanese tavern owner is bringing up a new generation of customer pleasing waiters: macaque monkeys. Are you ready for some monkey business? 

STORY:
This "sake house" in northern Tokyo employs two popular and unusual waiters. They are named Yat-chan and Fuku-chan (pronounced Yat-tchan and Fookoo-chan), and are a pair of Japanese macaque monkeys. 

Four-year-old Fuku-chan has already two years of experience under his furry belt. His main duty is delivering hot towels to customers before they order their drinks. 

[Kaoru Otsuka, Tavern Owner]:
"Yat-chan first learned by just watching me working in the restaurant. It all started when one day I gave him a hot towel out of curiosity and he brought the towel to the customer. "

Both monkeys are well appreciated by customers who tip them with boiled soy beans. 

[Takayoshi Soeno, Tavern Customer]:
"The monkeys are actually better waiters than some really bad human ones! "

Yat-chan is a natural and is always eager to please his customers. 

[Shoichi Yano, Tavern Customer]:
"These guys are really adorable. They're like my kids. Well actually better — my son doesn't listen to me but Yat-chan will. "

And customers are impressed that Yat-chan understands their order. 

[Miho Takikawa, Tavern Customer]:
"We called out for more beer just then and it brought us some beer, right? It's amazing how it seems to understand human words. "

Both monkeys were once household pets. But now they are certified restaurant employees. The monkey pair work in shifts of up to a maximum of two hours a day, due to animal rights regulations. And so their employer is now ready to train three new baby monkeys this year. He hopes to bring up a new generation of Japanese waiters and waitresses 

Video 12 – Progress in Race to save Cheetahs. 

There once were more than 100,000 cheetahs living in Africa and Asia. Today only about 10,000 of the animals remain. Laurie Marker is working to keep cheetahs from disappearing. 

LAURIE MARKER: "I started working with cheetahs when I lived in Oregon — and I ran a wildlife park there; this was back in the early '70s, and nobody knew anything about cheetahs and I was fascinated about them, and the more people I asked they said 'when you find out something about cheetahs let us know; they don't do well in captivity, they have a very short life span, and we're losing them throughout the ranges in the world. ' So that just made me fascinated and I wanted to know everything there was about them. " 

Dr. Marker traveled to Namibia to learn more about cheetahs. The country has the world's largest wild cheetah population. 

LAURIE MARKER: "Understanding about how the cheetah lives is really important. So understanding its biology and its behavior, understanding the ecology of it, which really revolves around where it's living and, and how it's living, and that interfaces with humans. " 

In 1990, Dr. Marker created the Cheetah Conservation Fund, a nonprofit group based in Namibia. 

Farmers often kill cheetahs because they can attack cattle and other farm animals. So Dr. Marker started working with farmers to find ways to help protect their animals from the big cats. In 1994, she began telling farmers about the Anatolian Shepherd. 

LAURIE MARKER: "This breed has been used for about 5,000 years to protect livestock from predators. And they act as a guardian by avoidance - they bark loudly, they tell the predator that they're there protecting the flock, and the flock will come around the dog and by the dog barking — the predator doesn't want to get hurt - and they will then avoid those flocks where the dogs are. " 

Over fifteen years, the Fund has donated more than 400 dogs to livestock farmers in Namibia. The farmers have reported up to an 80 percent decrease in farm animal deaths. 

LAURIE MARKER: "Since our time in Namibia the population of cheetahs there was about 1,000 to 1,500 individuals. Today it's probably 3,500, maybe 4,000 cheetahs. So we've been able to really grow the population. And that's out of a world population of about 10,000. " 

The farmers have reported up an 80 percent decrease in farm animal deaths. 

Dr. Marker wants to expand the CCF programs to other countries, where cheetahs once lived. 

LAURIE MARKER: "If we are not successful we're going to lose this amazing species in a very short period of time. "
